Attendance Policy
The level of commitment from each individual student is the driving force behind the organization and is reflected in the level of achievement reached by the individual and the program. Band is a learning activity.  Rehearsals, whether during or after school, or in camp are the means by which students learn, and by their very nature cannot be reproduced or made-up. Therefore it is imperative that students be present unless absence is absolutely unavoidable. Excessive rehearsal absence or non-participation will assuredly affect a student’s performance as well as creating a burden on the ensemble. This is the reason to be absolutely insistent upon each student’s daily participation.  
ANY ABSENCE WHETHER EXCUSED OR UNEXCUSED WILL HINDER THE OVERALL SUCCESS OF THE ENTIRE PROGRAM.

Excused Absences  - are granted with prior notification in writing, and will be approved on an individual basis. Students that must request permission to miss a rehearsal or performance should use the appropriate forms available from the band director, and submit their request one(1) week prior to the absence. Please note that only excuses for emergency situations will be accepted after an event.

Scheduled Rehearsals & Performances - students are expected to attend all scheduled rehearsals and performances. Students will be excused for illness, death in the family, “once in a lifetime event”, school activity such as the PSAT, College Board, & ACT Testing, academic competitions or school trips.

*School sports conflicts will be resolved with prior mutual agreement of that coach and the band director.  We expect you to split conflicting practice times 50% with the band and 50% with the sport.  Students will be excused from band practice for games/meets with advance notification. Students are expected to miss sports practice for band performances.

Unexcused absences
WORK - is not acceptable as an excuse. Students that must work should inform their employer of their obligation to the band and with ample advance notice. Most employers are willing to schedule around your band commitments. ANY ABSENCE WITHOUT A WRITTEN NOTE FROM A PARENT WILL BE CONSICDERED UNEXCUSED. This includes other conflicting school functions.
Scheduled Rehearsals & Performance - an unexcused absence from a scheduled rehearsal and or performance will result in a deduction of the student’s grade. Excessive absences may result in the student being removed from future performances. Removal from performances will be at the director’s and administration’s discretion. 
Tardy 
Tardiness will not be tolerated. Points deducted from the grade and/or other consequences will be at the director’s discretion. 
Conduct Policy
Band members are expected to follow all Douglas County School District Code of Conduct, and policies regarding appropriate student behavior stated in the DCSD 2011-2012 Student Rights and Responsibilities Handbook. In the event existing school policy does not identify a particular negative student behavior, the band director will evaluate behavior and appropriate disciplinary action will be determined based upon the severity of the incident and its impact on the band. 

Cell Phone/ Electronic Devices Policy

Students may be able to use their cell phones before and after rehearsals and performances. Cell phones are to be turned off, or on “silent mode”, and not in the students’ possession during rehearsals and performances. 
Medical Policy

Marching Band is an extremely physical activity which will entail physical conditioning. Students are strongly encouraged to have a physical examination before participating. All students must have a completed medical history and emergency medical release form on file before they will be permitted on band trips. Students that have any medical conditions (i.e. heart, breathing or joint problems), that would restrict their ability to safely participate in all aspects of the band program will be required to have a physical and provide a doctor’s release before they can be included in rehearsals or performances. 

Instrument Policies
Each and every student is solely responsible for the care and maintenance of his or her instrument whether it is their own or it is property of the school.

School Owned Instruments
The school owns several instruments available for student use. All damage will be noted on a Student / Parent-Guardian Contract that the student and parent / guardian will be required to sign. By signing the contract the student and parent / guardian agree to repair any damage that occurs beyond normal wear and tear or replace instruments that are deemed beyond repair.
Other Supplies and Care of Instruments:

Wind and Brass Players
It is recommended that each player purchase a metronome, cleaning kit and a tuner. Woodwind players should consider purchasing a reed case to keep their reeds clean and undamaged, and a swab to wipe out the access moisture in the bore of the instrument. Brass players should have their own mouthpieces, valve oil, and slide grease. The students should make sure to permanently place their name on each item for security purposes.
Percussionists

It is recommended that each player purchase a metronome and a stick bag containing at least the following for classroom assignments:

· Vic Firth SD1 Snare Drum Sticks

· Medium yarn mallets

· Hard nylon mallets

· Timpani Mallets Vic Firth T1

The students should make sure to permanently place their name on each item for security purposes. 
Instrument Storage

Every student owned instrument should be taken home from school each day for daily practice. The instrument lockers are provided for students to place their instruments during the school day. The instrument room is open only when the director is on property. Students ARE NOT allowed to keep their instruments in any other classroom. All cases must be kept closed at all times, and must be labeled in several ways with the student’s name. A luggage tag is not enough. Students should use the instrument room AT THEIR OWN RISK. Students and parents should be aware that the director is NOT RESPONSIBLE for instruments lost, stolen or damaged. Any incident of students handling instruments that are not belong to them, will be taken very seriously. The administrators, parents and the police will be notified of major offences. This is a serious matter and we currently have a zero tolerance policy. 

At the beginning of the school year each student will be issued a shelf or a space and/or locker to place their instrument inside the storage room. They will be responsible to keep that space clean and tidy. In some instances students will have to share that space with another student. Students are expected to respect the property of others and treat it as if it were your own. These lockers and storage spaces are subject to be searched or inspected at any time.




Sheet Music
Throughout the school year, sheet music will be issued to each student. If a student is absent or loses the sheet music, he or she is responsible for obtaining a new copy. This should be taken care of BEFORE OR AFTER  REHEARSAL/CLASS…NOT DURING. Sheet music must be placed in plastic sheet protectors. This will protect the piece of music and also allow for ease of use during performances. 

Uniform Policies

1. Long hair is neatly arranged so that it fits up inside the hat.

2. The brim of the hat is level at the bridge of your nose.

3. The chinstrap should rest on the chin or under the chin.

4. The plume is straight

Color Guard – uniform information will be covered by the Guard Staff.

Care Tips:

Hat(Shako): You should wipe the inside and outside of the hat often with damp cloth using a mild soap. Be sure to dry with a soft cloth and air out the hat before your put it away. Sweat can make your hat smell very bad. Plumes should be kept inside the hat. If they get damp or wet be sure they are air-dried or use a blow dryer on a cool setting to get rid of the moisture.

Coat and Pants: The uniform should always be hung up after every performance.  It is often a good practice to turn the uniform inside out and let it air out before you put it in the garment bag.  When uniforms get wet hang them to dry as soon as possible. Use only the hangers provided for your uniform. You can brush dirt from your uniform with a garment brush. Do this after every performance.

The band will dry clean the uniforms during the year. If your uniform is in need of minor repairs or mending bring that to the attention of the uniform committee.  Do not attempt to repair the uniform yourself.  DO NOT WASH OR DRY CLEAN YOUR UNIFORM ON YOUR OWN.

Raincoat:
The raincoat can be wiped down with a damp cloth and hung to dry. As with other uniform parts it is a good idea to air the raincoat out.  When they get wet be sure to hang them up immediately so they do not mold.

Shoes and Gloves

Follow the care directions for your particular shoe type. Be sure they are clean before every performance. Gloves should be washed after every performance.

*Please keep this in mind when wearing the uniform.
UNIFORM- consistent, the same, homogeneous, even, identical, not varied, as one, equal… everyone should look the same in uniform. 
Inspections

Prior to every performance, the designated band officers and director will inspect every band member and guard member. 

The following items will be checked: 

1) Clean/polished black MTX shoes 

2) Clean Black socks (no designs/patterns and no lower than mid-calf) 

3) Clean band uniform worn properly according to your section.

4) Band members -band T-shirt and band shorts(“spirit wear”) as required under the uniform 

          – NO BLUE JEANS

5) Clean white gloves (if required in your section)

6) No visible jewelry

7) Long hair properly up in the shako 

8) Instrument, equipment, and performance items are clean, and in proper working order, all brass instruments and cymbals are to be polished. 

SILVER POLISH ONLY FOR SILVER INSTRUMENTS- DO NOT USE BRASSO ON SILVER INSTRUMENTS!

Travel / Transportation Policy

Students are expected to travel with the band to and from all activities.

In the event a parent finds it necessary to drive a student to or from a band activity (where group transportation is provided) the following policy will apply:

1) Prior written notification must be received in advance of the event and approved by the director (see Forms).

2) Students will only be permitted to leave with their parents or an adult authorized by the parents.

3) Students will not be permitted to come or go with boy or girl friends, classmates etc.

Grading 
Marching Band(Marching Band, Percussion Techniques, Color Guard Techniques) is an elective in which the student may earn credit. It is classified as co-curricular, which contains academic in-class requirements, as well as out-of-class requirements. The strength of the band program relies on the consolidation of these requirements into one performance-based academic course of study. Rehearsals are not optional and are part of the daily grade. Performances are graded as major tests: a performance is a learning experience that cannot be duplicated in a rehearsal hall or practice room; the level of concentration required in a public performance assists each student develop an insight into their own level of performance; a performance is an important evaluation tool, allowing comparison of a student’s performance in relation to classroom and rehearsal objectives. 

The band, as an organization, provides a medium through which students may progress academically, musically, and socially.  Musicianship, attitude, attendance, punctuality, conduct, and a desire for excellence are absolutely expected from each band member. As required in all courses, individual practice and preparation is expected for every class/rehearsal. No other discipline in education requires the high level of achievement from all participants, as does musical performance. Through the level of commitment required we hope to better prepare our students for responsibilities encountered throughout their entire lives.  All students have the potential to achieve an “A” grade with 100% in band by adhering to the guidelines for grading outlined below.

Band Camp – July/August

Is scheduled two weeks (10 weekdays) in the late summer before each year and is when the band learns the music and show for the competition season. In addition to the show music, stands tunes and parade music are prepared as well as marching techniques and drills polished.  Band camp is MANDATORY for all marching band and color guard students. 

Band Camp Attire:
1. Dress for the weather!!!

2. Bring rain gear!!!

3. SANDALS, FLIP FLOPS OPEN TOED OR FLAT SHOES, etc. are not permitted

4. Students should wear socks and tennis shoes.

5. USE SUNSCREEN!!!.

6. Bring sunglasses and a hat

7. BRING A WATER COOLER OR WATER BOTTLE! (You may want to bring snacks)

Any student not appropriately attired (especially footwear) will be asked to sit out.  This will influence your service points.

Fees
Students within the DCHS Band Program are responsible for various fees associated with their participation. Some of these fees are implemented by the School District and are paid to the school during registration in the fall. Other fees are paid to the DCHS Band Boosters for services provided for the season.
The following are charged by the school district and paid at registration:

District Participation A $100 one-time fee paid to DCHS at registration in the fall for all students participating in Marching Band, Percussion and Guard Technique classes.

Uniform Cleaning A $16 one-time fee paid to DCHS at registration in the fall for all Wind and Percussion students participating in Marching Band to cover the cost of dry cleaning the uniform at the end of the season.

Wind Instrument Usage A fee of $50 per semester paid to DCHS in the fall and/or spring by all students who require the use of school-owned brass or woodwind instrument. These fees are used to cover the cost of general maintenance, cleaning, and repair.

Percussion Usage A fee of $60 per semester paid to DCHS in the fall by all students who require the use of school-owned percussion instruments. These fees are used to cover the cost of general maintenance, repair, drum heads, and mallets used collectively.
The Following are paid to the Band Boosters & MAILED to: DCHS Band Boosters PO Box 1204 Castle Rock, CO 80104. These fees are NOT paid with District & DCHS registration fees.

Transportation A one-time fee paid by all students in the Marching Band (including guard). This fee offsets the cost of travel to and from competitions by charter bus. The band uses private coaches for transportation, which is actually more cost effective(and far more comfortable) than school district transportation. The exact cost is determined by the competition schedule which varies from$100 to $150 depending on current fuel prices. 

Spirit Pack Each member of the marching band is required to have one pair of shorts, a long-sleeved t-shirt, a short-sleeved t-shirt, and stadium cap. Returning students may re-use their long-sleeved shirts, caps, and shorts every year. Total cost for the spirit pack items can range from $20 to $80.

Guard Uniform A one-time fee ranging from $80 to $150. The color guard is the section in the marching band that brings the visual element of the show to life. The costume/uniform will reflect the overall theatrical concept of the show design. Other fees for color guard participation will vary. 

Food A one-time fee paid to the boosters by all participating members of the marching band. The boosters will provide meals at all competitions and at various times throughout the marching season. In previous seasons the fee has been in the neighborhood of $30 for 16 to 18 meals(less than $2 a meal!)

Miscellaneous Expenses Guard equipment expenses, Winter Guard and Winter Percussion expenses, apparel wear(jackets, shirts, travel bags, etc…), gloves for winds and brass, black  socks, MTX marching shoes.

  Training Rules and Expectations /Parent or Guardian Advisement and Permit
High-School Athletics and Activities

Training Rules & Expectations

As a representative of DCSD’s activity and athletic programs, I understand and accept that:

· It is my privilege and honor to wear my school colors

· I am a leader in and out of uniform

· My actions are a reflection of myself, my family, my school, and community

· I’m accountable for my performance in the classroom and my conduct in the community.

In exchange for the opportunity to participate in DCSD interscholastic activities or athletics (abbreviated here as “Activities”), and in accordance with Policy JJI, I agree to the following:

Scope of Rules

From the day a student first participates in a DCSD high-school Activity until that student graduates from high school, these rules remain in effect, throughout the school year, during summer, fall, winter and spring breaks, including weekends, vacations, and holidays, and regardless if the student is on or off DCSD property. 

The consequences outlined here are in addition to, not instead of, those the student may receive under the DCSD’s Code of Conduct, the Colorado High School Activities Association By-laws, coaches’ team rules, or other sources.  They represent minimum sanctions; the Principal or designee may increase or modify these consequences in particular cases or in general as he or she deems appropriate.

Although some prohibited behaviors listed below refer to DCSD’s Code of Conduct, because these training rules are in effect at times and in places when the Code of Conduct may not be, and because students who participate in Activities are held to higher behavioral expectations than other students, the Principal or designee may determine that a student’s conduct constitutes grounds for imposing an Activity penalty under these rules even when that conduct does not result in suspension or expulsion under the Code of Conduct.

Prohibited Behaviors

· Violating DCSD’s policies regarding drugs & alcohol (JICH) and tobacco use (JICG)

· Violating DCSD’s weapons policy (JICI)

· Violating DCSD’s gang-related behaviors and dress policy (JICF)

· Violating any criminal law

· Continued willful disobedience or open and persistent defiance of proper authority

· Willful destruction or defacing of school property

· Behavior detrimental to the student’s, other students’, or school personnel’s welfare, health, or safety

· Any other conduct that would constitute grounds for suspension under DCSD policy JKD/JKE.

Consequences

The following minimum consequences will result whenever the Principal or designee concludes that a student has engaged in any of the prohibited behaviors listed above.

· First offense: For Activities with 11 or fewer regular-season contests, the student will be suspended for the next contest; for those with more than 11 regular-season contests, the student will be suspended for the next 2 contests.  These suspensions will be imposed whether or not the next contest or contests are regular-season contests or are special events, tournaments, or qualifiers.

· Second offense: The student will be suspended from all Activities throughout DCSD for 1 full year from the date of the infraction.

· If, however, a student initiates contact with school authorities to voluntarily report his or her involvement in conduct prohibited by these rules, then the student will be eligible for the following lesser second offense penalty:  The student will be suspended from the remainder of the season of the Activity he or she was participating in at the time of the conduct and, upon proof that the student has successfully completed an intervention class chosen by the school athletic director, the student will only be suspended from the first 50% of the regularly scheduled contests of the next Activity that the student participates in for an entire season.  

· Third offense: The student will be suspended from all Activities throughout DCSD for 1 full year from the date of the infraction, except that if a second offense suspension is still in effect, then the date of the third offense suspension will not begin on the date of the infraction, but rather will begin on the day after the second offense suspension ends.

Tobacco Consequence Only:

· First offense:  The student receives a warning and must attend site based tobacco education or community service.

· Second offense: For Activities with 11 or fewer regular-season contests, the student will be suspended for the next contest; for those with more than 11 regular-season contests, the student will be suspended for the next 2 contests.  These suspensions will be imposed whether or not the next contest or contests are regular-season contests or are special events, tournaments, or qualifiers.

· Third offense: The student will be suspended from all Activities throughout DCSD for 1 full year from the date of the infraction, except that if a second offense suspension is still in effect, then the date of the third offense suspension will not begin on the date of the infraction, but rather will begin on the day after the second offense suspension ends.

Nothing in these rules prohibits the Principal, designee, or individual coaches from establishing and enforcing additional rules applicable to Activities, such as lesser or different penalties for failing to exercise good sportsmanship at practices or competitions or for failing to demonstrate good citizenship at school or school-sponsored events.

STUDENT AND PARENT OR GUARDIAN ADVISEMENT AND PERMIT

Colorado High School Activities Association Rules and Regulations state that no pupil shall participate in interscholastic activities until he/she is on file with the appropriate office: (a) a statement signed by his or her parent or legal guardian that he/she has the consent to participate and (b) a statement from a practicing physician certifying that the pupil is physically fit to participate in high school interscholastic activities.

Concussion Evaluation Information







If your child is involved in a contact sport*, he/she may be administered a computerized neurocognitive assessment called ImPACT, to determine how he/she performs in a healthy state.  In case of a head injury, DCSD personnel will use this same assessment to assist in determining an athlete's ability to return to play.  ImPACT is only one part of a comprehensive process to help your student recover after suffering a head injury.  Information may be shared with relevant professionals to support the injured athlete.  The Certified Athletic Trainer, School Psychologist and the School Nurse Consultant work together to follow the student to recovery.







*The sports that are considered contact sports include but are not limited to football, basketball, baseball, wrestling, cheerleading, lacrosse, soccer and softball.












Medical Clearance and/or Release for Activity








Per Douglas County School District Athletic Training Handbook 4th Edition — August 2011 …



“A healthcare provider may release the student athlete from his/her care, but the athletic trainer,  as a medical professional representing Douglas County School District, will make the final decision on return to play status.  

WARNING:  Although participation in supervised interscholastic athletics and activities may be one of the least hazardous in which any student will engage in or out of school, BY ITS NATURE, PARTICIPATION IN INTERSCHOLASTIC ATHLETICS INCLUDES A RISK OF INJURY WHICH MAY RANGE IN SEVERITY FROM MINOR TO LONG-TERM CATASTROPHIC.  Although serious injuries are not common in supervised school athletic programs, it is impossible to eliminate the risk. PARENTS OR STUDENTS WHO DO NOT WISH TO ACCEPT THE RISKS DESCRIBED IN THIS WARNING SHOULD NOT SIGN THIS PERMISSION FORM.

We understand that coaches, trainers and team physician may use their own judgment in securing medical aid and ambulance service in case of an emergency or in mild injuries where parents cannot be reached.  Also the team physician, trainer and/or coach may apply first aid treatment until the family physician can be contacted.
