*This contest is a Colorado Bandmasters Association sanctioned event including preliminary and final rounds of competition.

· Entry is open to the first 28 bands to complete and submit the entry form provided with the $300 entry fee.

· Scheduling will be based on, but not limited to, previous DCMI contest scores, state championship scores, and the postmark of band entry materials.
· If a band director has a special request for the schedule of their performances(i.e. homecoming, mandatory football games, community performance commitments, etc…) he/she must submit a separate letter of request with the entry materials.
· Band Directors will receive the 2011 DCMI Director’s Packet once the entry materials have been received. The packet will include information regarding: all contest procedures, drop-off/pick-up procedures, bus/equipment/food truck parking, spectator information- parking, tickets, concessions, etc…
· Douglas County High School Stadium is a high-quality facility with a turf field that makes for a great marching contest!

· This contest will be a great event to enhance your group’s confidence in achieving the maximum effectiveness in performing their show for highly qualified judges for a great start to the marching band season.
Scoring Breakdown 
The Colorado Bandmasters Association sanctions DCMI

It is the position of the Colorado Bandmasters Association (CBA) that music is the more important aspect of performance, with marching as the presentation and visual enhancement of the program.  Similarly, more emphasis has been placed on the effectiveness to the audience and to general effect judges than on fine line perfection of the performance judges.  Consequently, the weight of the numbers in the CBA scoring system places 60% of the value on music and 40% on visual, and at the same time, 60% of the score is within the area of general effect and 40% within the performance field.  The point allotment for DCMI is as follows:


The adjudication process utilizes a balance and correct mix of nine adjudicators, plus the timing & penalties judges, and is designed to give achievement credit for all aspects of program design and performance.

All score sheets are subjective. Bands begin with a zero and earn credit proportionate to the positive presentation of design, performance and proficiency.
Caption Adjudication

INDIVIDUAL MUSIC PERFORMANCE: This judge is located on the field and is free to move about.  There is one judge for the caption.  The job of the field performance judge is to evaluate the performance accuracy, tone quality and intonation and the realized musical demand placed on the performers.  This judge must move around o the field through the ensemble to sample all individuals in all segments of the instrumental ensemble throughout the performance.

ENSEMBLE MUSIC PERFORMANCE: This judge is located in the press box, offering the best vantage point.  His location is fixed throughout the entire competition.  There is one judge for this caption. The purpose of evaluation on this sheet is to determine the best, second best, etc., musical performance based on accuracy and uniformity of performance as perceived from the vantage point of the audience.  The judgment of technical accuracy, intonation accuracy, and tone quality is to be made with the consideration of content- that is, demand and exposure of the performers.  The effectiveness of the production is not to be considered.

INDIVIDUAL VISUAL PERFORMANCE: This judge is located on the field and is free to move about.  There is one judge for this caption.  The caption’s intent is to reward the achievement of the individual performers on the one hand and to indicate the problems of the individual performers on the other hand.  The Visual Performance sheet has two sub captions; Accuracy and Definition, and Quality of Technique.

ENSEMBLE VISUAL PERFORMANCE: This judge is located in the press box, offering the best vantage point.  His location is fixed throughout the entire competition.  There is one judge for this caption.  The purpose of evaluation in this caption is to determine the most technically proficient marching group from the vantage point of the audience.  The evaluation is composed of excellence identification, balanced with the judgment of technical demand, and the exposure to that demand on the ensemble, with the consideration of content and construction.  The effectiveness of the Performance is not to be considered.

VISUAL GENERAL EFFECT: This judge is located in the press box.  His location is fixed throughout the entire competition.  There is one judge for this caption.  Visual General Effect is the utilization of all elements to bring about maximum effectiveness of the visual representation of the musical performance.  Evaluation is done on what is being performed simultaneously with how it is being performed.  Since achievement is judged, this judge must understand that the construction and content of a grogram, in combination with the performance level, which is being demonstrated, will determine the achievement level.

MUSIC GENERAL EFFECT: Two judges are located in the press box.  Their location is fixed throughout the entire competition.  Music General Effect is the utilization of all elements to bring about maximum effectiveness of the musical performance.  Evaluation is done on what is being performed simultaneously with how it being performed.  Since achievement is judged, these judges must understand that the construction and content of a program, in combination with the performance level, which is being demonstrated, will determine the achievement level.

TIMING & PENALTIES: This single judge is located on the field and is free to move about. He regards any rules or timing infractions.  Deductions are made from a band’s final score in response to such infractions.

NOTE: This contest is modeled after the Colorado Bandmasters Association State Championships in order to provide a similar competition environment and experience for all bands. Therefore, there will not be Percussion and Color Guard commentary  at DCMI 2010.
